That is, since some
versions oWindows have a maximum file path length of 260 characters, the full path to the album
(directory) must be less than this limit.

Album Ownership

An album ower can add, edit, and delete objects within the album. Think of it as being an administrator
of an album.

The permissions an owner has propagate to all child albums and cannot be revoked at a lower level. For
example, if an owner can create child albuims,or she can create child aloums on those child albums, and
so on. This is consistent with the overall security pattern in Gallery Server Pro that permédsiays
propagate downward
